George Rohana, General Contractor was present to represent the owners Art and Becky Livingston. He described the addition as a 6ft by 18ft. extension of a shed roof to the existing rear one- story modified bungalow addition that is in poor condition.  Pictures of the existing structure and drawings of the proposed addition were perused by the members with Mr. Rohana indicating it will not be visible from New Jersey Avenue and will not affect the streetscape. The material proposed is cedar shake shingles to match existing and Timberline dimension roof shingles to match existing.

ROOF ADDITION – BLK 1050 LOT 2

  (NOT IN SURVEY/NOT RATED-HD)
Barney Dougherty, owner was present along with his professional Stephen Fenwick, Architect. Mr. Fenwick presentation indicated a proposed pitched roof atop of the existing Coldwell Banker Office and explained to the members the continuous leaking problems with Mr. Dougherty verifying the statement.  Architectural drawing by Fenwick Associates dated October 26, 2011, survey of property dated 1988 by William P. Sweeney, several photographs of property and streetscape.  The pitched roof will improved rainwater protection and be energy efficient. No changes to the existing façade on Carpenter Lane are proposed but a small gable area is proposed to capture the sloped roof and tie into the existing façade on Washington Mall. Materials requested are Roof – GAF Timberline 40 year dimensional fiberglass shingles, Siding – Cement board and New Gable – cement board soffit panels. 
Members were positive on the application and were sympathetic to the roof leaking problem. All were in agreement the design would not affect but blend into the streetscape. Questions regarding he mechanical placement were discussed with Mr. Fenwick addressing and clarifying the placement of the mechanical will be below the roof line not visible from the streetscape.
Motion made by Mr. Cogwell for Conceptual and Final approval as presented.  Seconded by Mr. Fontaine and carried 7-0.  Those in favor: Mr. Clemans, Mr. Cogswell, Mrs. Hartman, Mr. Masemore, Mr. Furlin, Mr. Fontaine and Mr. Coupland. Those opposed: None. Those abstaining: None.

Chairperson Coupland informed the Members of the Ceilio decision with Mr. Fineberg clarifying the appeal procedure. Mr. Carroll suggested a meeting with a mediator, suggesting the City Solicitor Tony Monzo with George Neidig, Esquire (Planning & Zoning Board Solicitor) and Bob Fineberg, Esquire to clarify the HPC status regarding applications.  Chairperson Coupland stated that we should use the new surveys as an advisory detail source unless challenged.
