RECONSIDERATION OF HPC STATUS RATING/REVERSE HPC DEMOLITION DECISION

Applicants Mary Pat Meyers who resides at 611 Jefferson Street and Mark Shenfield who resides 726 Corgie are respectfully requesting the Commission to consider the evidence they have compiled and the testimony to be presented to reconsider 727 Page Street as a contributing structure to the historic district. 

Chairman Coupland interjected Ms. Meyer presentation so that our Commission Solicitor could comment and explain the process the application must adhere to. The application is in two parts.  Item #1 - He stated the Demolition Permit #2014-27 and Certificate of Appropriateness approved on July 28, 2014 adopted on August 25, 2014 has a process and the applicant must go to the Zoning Board of Adjustment to present the case to which it is the understanding that this process was undertaken and can’t be discussed here this evening. Mr. Fineberg emphasized this was undertaken within the 45 day period. Item #2 The Re-designation process has it’s own set of rules per Cape May Code Article VIII §525-36 Designation of Historic sites and district and Mr. Fineberg it is a three (3) step process – to begin the process you must give adequate notice to the property owner and due process was not followed. He then gave them the time line to which they must adhere to and explaining in detail and clarified for the record that the application could not be heard as presented until do process is followed. 

Chairman Coupland explained the process of the Demolition process and how the Commission undertakes this. The property survey is a living document and is required to be maintained and current. Mary Pat Meyers believes the information on the survey is incorrect and then wanted know if Non Contributing status is the only reason for the Demolition approval. Mr. Fineberg interjected and explained to Ms. Meyer that what she is asking is part of the appeal statement for the Zoning Board of Adjustment.   The application should be scheduled for November 17, 2014. 

Motion made by Mr. Cogswell to table the application until the November 17, 2014 to give the property owner adequate notification. The application can only be for the Re-designation consideration.  Seconded by Mr. Carroll and carried 7-0. Those in favor: Mr. Carroll, Mr. Clemans, Mr. Cogswell, Mrs. Hartman, Mr. Furlin, Mr. Fontaine and Mr. Coupland. Those opposed: None. Those abstaining: None.

The meeting was open to the public at 7:15 pm coming forward was Pip Campbell 15 North Street, she is appalled at the HPC process of the property surveys. In her opinion she believes that good judgments were made on the basis of erroneous information. Zack Mullock, 828 Corgie Street, questioned the process of designation. Chairman Coupland and Mr. Fineberg responded clarifying the process in detail. Joe McCauly, 813 Columbia Avenue he wanted to know the steps of the appeal process and what it takes to get to Superior Court. Maryann Gaffney, 810 Columbia Avenue, she informed that she was a former Member of the Commission and has always been against several demolitions in the historic district. She stated all this demolition will affect our National Historic Landmark Status and we have to pay attention. Patricia Hendricks, 106 Trenton Avenue, questions the difficult process on how to obtain general information. The public portion was closed at 7:35pm. 

Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Mr. Cogswell, seconded by Mr. Carroll with all in favor at 7:40 pm.
